FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

Higher than expected inflation prints across several countries saw markets in February push
back expectations for the start of the easing cycle. Despite this, equity markets performed
strongly, buoyed by stronger than expected economic data, especially in the US. Against this
backdrop the fund generated a strong positive return, driven by gains in the US and Japan.
Several strategies within our total return component added to these gains, including
currency based relative value trades and dividend futures. Although bond yields drifted
upwards, this was counterbalanced by a combination of income and tighter credit spreads,
resulting in a broadly flat return from our fixed income positions. We continued to increase
our cyclical exposures given signs of economic reacceleration, but added exposures to
defensive strategies that should perform well if we see pockets of turbulence ahead.
