FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The Fund outperformed its cash benchmark in August, ending with a 99% weighting to AAA-
rated assets. Risk assets declined during the month, due to rising bond yields, persistent
inflation, elevated commodity prices and the anticipation of rates remaining higher for
longer. European structured credit enjoyed a positive month, as a persistently tight technical
backdrop and a less pessimistic economic outlook allowed collateralised loan obligations to
perform strongly. Spreads tightened most in the UK and Australian residential mortgage-
backed securities, as August saw a lack of issuance. However, we anticipate a busy new issue
calendar in September. US structured credit also moved higher, against relatively low supply.
Spreads across most sectors tightened, with the strongest performance coming from prime
and subprime BBB-rated automotive loans. As issuance picks up, we will take advantage of
opportunities where we see relative value.
