FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The Fund outperformed its cash benchmark in December, ending with a running yield of 175
bp ahead of one-month SONIA and a weighted average rating of single-A+. Risk assets sold
off sharply on concerns around monetary policy. European credit had a quiet month. We
anticipate that supply will be robust in 2025, driven by collateralised loan obligations,
residential mortgage-backed securities, the Australian market, and the solar power and data
centre sectors. US structured credit saw subdued supply but grew 23% year on year. Over the
month, spreads were flat to 5 bp wider, ending the year 15-30 bps tighter on senior paper
and 40-100 bp tighter on mezzanine asset-backed securities. In the near term, US structured
credit should benefit from higher underwriting standards, robust economic growth, strong
technicals and attractive relative value. The Fund deployed capital from inflows and principal
receipts into global consumer-backed debt. Performance was driven by carry.
