FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The Fund outperformed its cash benchmark in January. Risk assets were strong, despite many
disruptive announcements affecting investor sentiment. European credit performed well
across the capital structure. Collateralised loan obligations (CLOs) and other areas where
spreads remained wide relative to historical levels outperformed. Issuance picked up mid-
month to deliver broad-based supply across sectors and jurisdictions. US structured credit saw
robust issuance and incredibly strong demand, especially further out on the curve, where the
combination of elevated yields and wider spreads resulted in higher all-in yields. Certain deals
were oversubscribed many times and priced below initial guidance. In the secondary markets,
spreads tightened by 5-15bp. The Fund was active in BBB rated CLOs due to higher yields and
in AAA rated non-qualified residential mortgage-backed securities to generate cash for private
investments. Performance was driven by carry and spread tightening in CLOs
