FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

After two consecutive monthly cuts in interest rates from the European Central Bank,
November passed without a further cut. Otherwise, the annual inflation rose by 30bp to 2.3%
in October, while the eurozone economy expanded by 0.4% during the third quarter. The
Manufacturing Purchasing Managers’ Index declined from 46.0 in October to 45.2 in
November, as a contraction in new orders, inventories and production was recorded. The
Services Purchasing Managers’ Index also fell from 51.6 in October to 49.2 in November. In
markets, 1-month EURIBOR fell from 3.13% to 3.00%, while the 3-month rate declined from
3.06% to 2.93%. We bought bonds and floating-rate notes from the Royal Bank of Canada.
While the inflation outlook appears positive, selective term investments were favoured.
Positioning will be determined by central bank meetings. The weighted average maturity of
the Fund was 24 days at the end of October and 19 days at the end of November.
