FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The one piece of key positive economic news in November was the Bank of England cutting
interest rates by 25bp to 4.75%. Otherwise, the UK economy expanded by only 0.1% in the
third quarter, down from a growth rate of 0.5% in Q2, while the Manufacturing Purchasing
Managers’ Index declined from 49.9 in October to a nine-month low of 48.0 in November.
Annual inflation rose by 60bp to 2.3% in October. In markets, SONIA fell from 4.95% to 4.70%,
the 2-year gilt yield declined from 4.36% to 4.24% and the 5-year gilt yield decreased from
4.31% to 4.09%.We bought certificates of deposit and commercial paper from Transport for
London, Goldman Sachs, UBS, Kommuninvest i Sverige, ANZ, United Overseas Bank, Deka
and Citigroup, among others. We bought bonds and floating-rate notes from National
Australia Bank, Royal Bank of Canada, Commonwealth Bank of Australia and DBS Group
Holding. The weighted average maturity of the Fund was 34 days at the end of October and
39 days at the end of November.
