FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The UK's annual inflation rate fell to a 13-month low of 8.7% in April from 10.1% in March.
However, core inflation was 6.8%, its highest level since March 1992. Consequently, the Bank
of England raised interest rates by 25 basis points to 4.5% in May. The UK economy grew by
0.1% in the first quarter of the year, according to a preliminary estimate. The unemployment
rate increased by 10 basis points to 3.9% in March, according to figures released in May. In
markets, SONIA increased from 4.18% to 4.43%, while the 2-year gilt yield rose from 3.78% to
4.36% and the 5-year gilt yield increased from 3.60% to 4.12%. We added certificates of
deposit and commercial paper from La Banque Postale. We bought floating-rate notes from
National Australia Bank, Lanark, OP Corporate Bank, Royal Bank of Canada and Perma,
among others. The weighted average maturity of the Fund was 81 days at the end of April
and 67 days at the end of May.
