FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The Fund outperformed its cash benchmark in November, ending with a running yield of 136
bp over SONIA and a weighted average rating of AA. Risk assets were buoyed by the
outcome of the US election, strong economic data and monetary easing. European
structured credit had a strong month, supported by strong technicals and an improved
macroeconomic sentiment. Broad-based gains resulted from spread tightening and carry.
Mezzanine tranches of the capital structure performed especially well. US structured credit
saw subdued supply and elevated demand. AAA-rated spreads tightened by 5-10 bp and
BBB-rated spreads by 20-25 bp. In November, the Fund’s purchases were tilted towards AA-
rated positions, especially new issues in collateralised loan obligations. We reduced the
Fund’s exposure to the UK automotive market, considering the uncertainty. During the
month, performance was driven by carry, as spreads remained largely unchanged.
