FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The Fund outperformed its cash benchmark in January, ending with a running yield of 67bp
ahead of one-month SONIA and an average rating of AAA. Risk assets were strong, despite
disruptive announcements affecting investor sentiment. European credit performed well
across the capital structure. Collateralised loan obligations and other areas where spreads
remained wide on a historical basis outperformed. Issuance picked up mid-month to deliver
broad-based supply across sectors and jurisdictions. US structured credit saw robust
issuance and incredibly strong demand, especially further out on the curve, where the
combination of elevated yields and wider spreads resulted in higher all-in yields. In the
secondary markets, spreads tightened by 5-15bp. The Fund was active in the primary and
secondary markets, reinvesting principal receipts across a range of assets. The Fund
continued to add short duration securities in sectors with an attractive risk-return profile on a
relative value basis.
