Z-spread

The z-spread is the difference in yield
between a government issued bond

and its corresponding swap derivative.
More specifically, the Z-spread is the
parallel shift applied to the SONIA swap
curve such that when a bond’s cash
flows are discounted by the resulting
discount factors at each annual maturity,
the present value equals the market
price of the bond. Here we are showing a
positive Z-spread number to mean that
gilt yields are higher than swap yields
with equal durations.
